Coaching Bio:
After attending Immaculate Conception High School (Elmhurst, IL) DeAngelis attended and played for two National Ranked Junior College baseball programs in his freshman/sophomore years (Illinois Central College, East Peoria, IL/Triton College, River Grove, IL).  During his sophomore year, DeAngelis was fortunate to play for Hall of Fame Baseball Coach Bob Symonds while at Triton College. (’99)                                                                       
Following his two years as a JUCCO student athlete he finished his final two years at North Central College in Naperville, IL where he earned his B.A. Degree in Speech Communication and Wellness in 2002.  While attending NCC DeAngelis earned team captain honors and was a two year middle infield / left field starter.  During his two years he ranked among the top of his team and conference in on base percentage, hit by pitch, extra base hits, runs scored, steals, and fielding assists.    
 
After a successful collegiate career DeAngelis has been involved with private lessons, showcases, recruiting, scouting, and running camps around the Chicago land area for a number of sports.  His baseball coaching background includes (1) year of JV experience at North Central College, (3) years as an assistant for Triton College (Two of his players were drafted by the Houston Astros), (1) year as an assistant to both levels at Immaculate Conception High School and (2) years as Head Baseball Coach for Play Ball USA Academy.  
DeAngelis also served (3) years as the Head Women’s Basketball Coach of Triton College (2003-2004, 2004-2005, 2009-2010).  Coach DeAngelis made his return to the Trojans basketball program for the ‘08-‘09 season to serve as an assistant before taking the program over again.  While serving as Head Women’s Coach for Triton College he managed to jump start and turnaround a dismal women’s program and qualify his school for the regional playoff tournament in his second campaign with the highest seed in over ten years while finishing in the middle of the pack in the N4C Conference.
